Jacques E. Johnet Trust Scholarship for Native Americans
Description of Scholarship

The Jacques E. Johnet Trust Scholarship for Native Americans was established in November 1990 out of Jacques E. Johnet's estate. According to the directives of his will, the trust was created "for the purpose of establishing a scholarship for Native American students (especially Cheyenne Indians) to enable them to pursue a college education (should be based on academic merit as well as need)."
Eligibility Requirements

1. Applicants must identify themselves as a Native American when "Native American" refers to their official enrollment in an American Indian tribe or Alaska Native village and/or cultural membership in an American Indian tribe or Alaska Native village.
2. Applicants must be enrolled as a full-time student (minimum of 12 units) towards a degree (undergraduate or graduate).

3. Applicants must maintain satisfactory academic standing, to be evaluated primarily but not only by their GPA. A minimum GPA of 3.0 is strongly recommended. Students with a GPA below 2.0 will not be considered.
4. Applicants must complete a Statement of Financial Need.

· extra-ordinary expenses related to education (costs of study exceeding standard budget needs, such as for computer, art, or other supplies related to their major/minor or degree program)

· housing (if living in on-campus residence halls, including cost of meals)

· transportation needs related to family/community obligations

· unusal personal expenses
