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The B.A. program consists of a total of 39 units: 21 units in core course requirements and 18 units in elective course requirements. Students must complete all 21 units of the core courses listed below. The elective course requirements are organized into four areas of emphasis: 1) California Indian Studies; 2) Creative Arts and the Humanities; 3) Law, Politics, and Society; 4) Science, Health, and Environmental Studies (see below for more information). Upon advisement, students may select one course from each area of emphasis (12 units total) and an additional two courses (6 units total) for a total of 18 units; or, they may complete all courses (18 units total) in one area of emphasis. Fifteen units of the electives must be completed at the upper-division level. Upon advisement, students may select up to 6 units from another department's course offerings to satisfy the elective course requirements. All courses listed below are 3 units unless otherwise noted.
