MONSTERS
Giants- In folklore, huge mythical being, usually humanlike in form. The term derives (through Latin) from the Giants (Gigantes) of Greek mythology, who were monstrous, savage creatures often depicted with men's bodies terminating in serpentine legs. 

Cyclopes- Giant metal workers trained by Hephaestus to forge thunderbolts for Zeus and to do other fine work. These beings are distinguished for having one eye each.

Gorgons- Three monstrous sisters who figure in the tale of Perseus. They were all once beautiful maidens but the youngest one, Medusa, was courted by Poseidon and was changed into the ugliest creature ever known.
Centaurs- Legendary creature that was half-man and half-horse, who roamed the plains of Thessaly.
Harpies- They are variously described but a sense of dread and loathing permeates all the descriptions. They seem to have been winged women of beautiful form and ravaged face.
Griffin- Winged lions but had the face of an eagle. They lived north of the north wind where the hyperboreans dwelt.
Vampires- Vampires were known to be dead people who came up from their graves at night in search for human blood. They would bite humans on their necks and suck the blood. Vampires were only out at night and went back to their graves near sunrise.
Werewolves- werewolves were thought to be normal humans that turned into a werewolf whenever they look at a full moon. They would turn back into a human after a certain amount of time or when it reaches morning. Werewolves were part human and part wolf.
Abominable Snowman- the Abominable Snowman is said to inhabit the mountains of the Himalayas above the snow line. The native Sherpas of the region believed in this beast from their earliest recorded history. Various expeditions have sought to find a Yeti but none have come up with a specimen alive or dead, any piece of skeleton or bone, any piece of hair or skin, any trace of feces or droppings, or even remains of habitation. But still the belief persists up to this day.

Bigfoot- Bigfoot is the name given to a variety of tall, hairy hominids many believe inhabit the dense woodlands of the American Midwest. In many accounts, it is often considered to be the same species as that of the Canadian Sasquatch. The lore of Bigfoot dates back to pre-colonial times, among the many tribes of American Indians that inhabit the Midwest. For them, Bigfoot is just one of the many legendary beasts and demons that inhabit their ancient lands

Loch Ness Monster- the Loch Ness Monster is a legend that says it lives in Scotland around the area of Loch Ness. For many years people have been saying it was a dinosaur-like monster. The sightings of this monster have been going on for about 100 years.

Chimera- In Greek Mytholgy, a fire breathing female monster reembling a lion in the forepart, a goat in the middle and a dragon behind. She devastated Caria and Lycia until she was slain by Bellephon. In art the Chimera is usually represented as a lion with a goat’s head in the middle of its back..

Basilisk- any of the four species of lizards belonging to the family Iguanidae. The name is applied because of the resemblance to the legendary monster called Basilisk. Basilisk are found in trees near the rivers and streams of tropical America. The body is compressed from side to side, the tail is long and whiplike and the rear of the head is extended into a flat lobe like a cock’s comb. The outer edges of the toes have a wide fringe of elongated scales. Males have a crest along the back, as deep as the body in two species. Basilisks can run across the surface of water on their hind limbs, the body being held almost upright.

Sea Serpent- Mythological and legendary marine animal that traditionally resembles enormous snake. The belief in huge creatures that inhabited the deep was widespread throughout the ancient world. In the Old Testament there are several allusions to a primordial combat between God and a monstrous adversary variously named Leviathan usually indicate a dragon like creature. The name has also been used to denote a sea monster in general.

Kraken- A mythological entity known to some people as the last of the Titans, has come back in the form of Pyro, Abel & Cyrus. 

Manticore- A legendary animal with the head of a man, the body of a lion and the tail of a dragon or scorpion. Know to exist around the 19th century.

Dragon- Dragons are found in the myths of many cultures, and appear in many different configurations. The name comes from the Greek "draconta" which means "to watch." Often, dragons are portrayed as guarding an object or a particular area.
