Application for 2009 - 2010 Academic Year

The intent of this scholarship is to assist SFSU students who are living with HIV and plan to make a contribution to communities affected by HIV. Contributions can be made to any field, including fields such as the arts, health sciences and social services. One $2,000 scholarship will be awarded in two payments - $1,000 in August and $1,000 in January 2009 (recipient must be enrolled in Spring 2009 semester to receive January check).

To apply, your packet must include the following:

1. A copy of your most recent SF State academic transcript (unofficial).  You must be enrolled at least half-time (6 units minimum) with a SF State GPA of at least 3.0.

2. Verification from your physician that you have HIV. (A note on official letterhead or from SF State’s Disability Programs & Resource Center is sufficient). 

3. A brief, typed essay (no more than two pages) discussing your plans to incorporate your academic work and degree at SF State with service in the HIV community or in the area of HIV prevention. (Please use additional sheets of paper and attach to this form).
4. Two letters of recommendation pertaining to your past/current activities in the field.
