Parking on Campus

Because the PGA President’s Cup Golf Tournament is being held across the street this year and
coinciding with the conference, please be aware that parking on campus will be extremely
limited. We suggest taking public transportation as an alternative to on-campus parking.

If you choose to drive and park at SF State:

The main parking desk is on State Drive, off of Lake Merced Blvd.

Walk between the
College of Ethnic Studies (on your left) and Burk Hall (on your right), and up the steps to
the Cesar Chavez Student Center. Come to the registration tables on the top floor.
