Anulyo Mendoza attended San Francisco State University from 1976 to 1979.  He played 

fullback on the SF State soccer team.  In 1976, Anulyo won the award for Most Valuable Player.  

He died suddenly on September 7, 1986 from a rare form of cancer.  This scholarship was

8. Write a personal statement (typed, double-spaced, not to exceed three pages) describing your 

education and career objectives, campus or community participation and service, personal or academic 

achievements, educational or economical challenges you face in your pursuit of a college education, 

and any other information to be considered with respect to your scholarship application. 

9. Attach a letter of recommendation from your high school counselor or teacher, addressing two 

issues: 1) your potential for success in college, and 2) the educational or economical challenges you 

face in your pursuit of a college education. 

10. Attach a copy of your high school academic transcript including junior and Fall senior year  

grades. 

11. Submit or mail all items together: application, personal statement, letter of recommendation,  

and high school transcript to SF State Office of Student Financial Aid by Monday, April 4,
