Eligibility Requirements

1. Continuing SF State undergraduate or graduate student enrolled at SF State with a full-time course load. 
2. Have financial need as determined by the SF State Office of Student Financial Aid.
3. Student must be a US citizen. 

4. Minimum undergraduate SF State GPA of 3.0; graduate SF State GPA of 3.0.

5. Enroll full-time – 12 units undergraduate and 8 units graduate – during the Spring 2010 semester at SF State.

6. Students must submit a copy of an unofficial transcript with the application. 
7. Students must write an essay to demonstrate their potential for future success despite a past record of underachievement. 
8. Submit or mail the completed scholarship application, unofficial transcript, and  a personal statement not to exceed 3 pages, to the SF State Student Affairs Office by Monday, March 1, 2010.

Procedures
The scholarship committee will review all completed applications received by the March1st deadline.  The student selected to receive the scholarship will be notified by April 15, 2010.  Students not selected will be notified shortly thereafter.

All scholarships awarded shall be for (1) year providing the selected student remains eligible according to the eligibility requirements.
