The World in the Classroom:

Course Internationalization Incentive Awards
This grant initiative is designed to assist faculty from a variety of disciplines infuse an international perspective into traditionally “non-international” courses. Monetary awards between $1,000 - $3,000 will be granted for proposals developed by faculty members from any discipline who propose, either individually or collectively, to add international components to an existing non-internationally themed course.  
All proposals must be accompanied by evidence of departmental authorization(s) for the applicant(s) to teach the proposed course within one year of the semester that the award is granted. Faculty members may wish to consider courses that have the potential of reaching significant numbers of students, but all proposals will be considered on their own merit. 
The screening of proposals will be conducted by a subset of the All University Committee for International Programs (AUCIP).

Proposal deadline: Friday, March 13, 2009
Submit an original and five (5) copies of the application to the Office of International Programs, Administration Building 458A.
Proposes require the signature of the Dept. Chair and Dean, please plan accordingly, no late proposals will be accepted.
Eligible Applicants:

Only tenured and tenure-track SFSU faculty are eligible.  Faculty on early retirement (FERP) are not eligible. Faculty from all SFSU departments are encouraged to apply.

Eligible Courses and Criteria:

The courses eligible for an award must be ones that do currently not contain an international component (ex. Biology, Accounting, General Chemistry). Courses that currently contain an international component or that by subject matter are international in nature (example, International Business, European History) are not eligible. The faculty member must demonstrate how s/he would infuse an international component to the course and describe the goals of the international component. Potential applicants should consult with Dr. Marilyn Jackson (mjackson@sfsu.edu) prior to submission of the proposal to discuss course eligibility.
To be considered for the grant all proposals must contain the following:

1. Goals for infusing an international element into the particular course: Why was this course chosen? What are the anticipated learning outcomes?

2. Design of the modification: How will the goals be accomplished?

3. Methodological Approach: What teaching methodology will be employed? Will this differ from the current methodology? 
4. Evaluation Strategy: How will you demonstrate that the goals have been accomplished? What assessment tools will be employed?

Requirements

It is expected that proposals will conform to the format below.  Proposals will be evaluated on the rationale for the course modification, course learning objectives originality, clarity, and thoroughness of the presentation of information.

1. Title and number of the proposed course 
2. Name(s) of the applicant(s)
3. Abstract of not more than 100 words: Summarize the proposal

4. Total funds requested
5. Confirmation of departmental authorization(s) to teach the proposed course within one year of the date of the award. 

B. Narrative (under 600 words) Address each of the following components: 
1. Relevance to the Request for Proposals (In what ways does the proposed modification of the course represent a contribution to the university’s goal of internationalizing the curriculum?)

2. Need/Justification (In what ways would the proposed course modification have a substantial impact on the program’s curriculum and on the participating students? What potential benefit would the modified course have for either majors or non-majors?)

3. Description of the Modified Course - including an overview of the course objectives, content, teaching/learning strategies, and assessment of learning outcomes.  (How does the described course involve improvements in and/or departures from the present offerings in the curriculum?)
· Clearly define course goals, objectives, learning outcomes, and assessment strategies.
· Clearly identify the modified parts of the proposed course and how they differ from the current course.

· Attach both the current syllabus and the revised syllabus (each so labeled), including the bibliography for each.  

· Include the tentative schedule, indicating the teaching/learning activities for the course. 
4. Evaluation Strategy (How will learning outcomes be measured? What assessment tools will be employed?

5. Originality (What is innovative about the proposed course content and the instructional strategies?)

6. Personnel (What background or experience of the applicant(s) qualifies her/him/them to teach the course?)
4. Budget (What funds are needed to accomplish this goal? Please itemize.)*
C. One – Two page resume (c. v.) of the applicant(s).
Post Grant Requirements:

1. A final report must be submitted to the Director of OIP within sixty days of having taught the course as proposed. This report should include:

· An evaluation of the modified course.
· An assessment of the learning outcomes and how they were achieved.

· The impact of the internationalization experience on the instructors and students.

· A financial statement of how the grant money was spent. 
2. If requested by OIP, the awardee will share the project achievements and recommendations at a SFSU faculty forum on international education.

* The selection committee reserves the right to negotiate partial funding.
