Faculty International Development Grant Program

Office of International Programs

The Office of International Programs (OIP) invites proposals for grants to foster international education at San Francisco State University (SFSU).  Awarding of grants ($1,000 - $4,000) will be based on merits of proposals, financial need, and availability of funds.

Eligible Applicants:

Only tenured and tenure-track SFSU faculty are eligible.  Faculty on early retirement (FERP) are not eligible.  Faculty from all SFSU departments are encouraged to apply.

Eligible Projects: 

OIP welcomes proposals for projects from faculty that have the potential to make a contribution to ongoing research and scholarship in your discipline, to enhance international education and promote international awareness at SFSU through research and scholarship and/or creative activities. Projects which have been previously funded by this grant are not eligible. Funds must be spent by 12/31/2009.  
The screening of proposals will be conducted by a subset of the All University Committee for International Programs (AUCIP).

Proposal deadline: Friday, March 13, 2009
Proposes require the signature of the Dept. Chair and Dean, please plan accordingly, no late proposals will be accepted.

The Application:

A completed application must include:

1. Application Form (Appendix A)

2. A narrative description of no more than three pages must include the following elements: (a) goals/objectives, (b) significance and design of the project,  (c) potential benefits for enhancing international education at SFSU, (d) contribution to ongoing research and scholarship in your discipline, (e) time line for completion, (f) related previous accomplishments, (g) methods to be used to assess achievement of goals. 

3. Anticipated Support Form (Appendix B)

4. Budget and Budget Justification Form (Appendix C)

5. A one-page faculty resume

Submit an original and five (5) copies of the application to the Office of International Programs, Administration Building 458A, by Friday, March 14, 2009.

Selection Criteria:

The committee will evaluate the proposal for how it meets one or more of the above listed objectives (see Eligible Projects). Proposals must demonstrate how the proposed activities will benefit the SFSU campus community in regards to enhancing international education and international awareness.

In addition the committee will use the following criteria to review the proposals:

1. Goals/Objectives – Are they clearly stated? Measurable? Directly correlated to project outcomes? 

2. Significance of project – What is the impact of this project? For example: How will it contribute to the knowledge base? Impact curriculum and instruction? Increase international awareness?
3. Research and Scholarship – How does this project contribute to research and scholarship in the applicant’s discipline?

4. Design – Is the project well defined? Does it contain a cohesive plan for completion? Are the outcomes measurable? 

5. Timeline – Are the expectations for completion realistic? Are the parameters clearly stated? 

6. Related experience/education – Does that applicant have the necessary

direct/indirect experience and knowledge to successfully complete the project?

7. Assessment – Is the assessment plan clear and well stated? Is the plan for assessment correlated directly to the projected outcomes/objectives? What assessment tools/methods will be employed?
 Post Grant Requirements:

1. A final report, including a financial statement, of the results and recommendations from the project must be submitted within three months of project completion.

2. If requested by OIP, the awardee will share the project achievements and recommendations at a SFSU faculty forum on international education.
