 Students have the option of choosing from 
nearly all of the courses listed in the Prospectus 
(found in the Arnhem box in OIP’s Resource 
Center) that are taught in English.  However, 
each student must determine for themselves if 
courses are appropriate for their major, and if 
they have completed the coursework necessary to 
successfully complete classes, since no specific 
prerequisites are listed. 
 In addition to an Intensive Dutch course 
offered before the commencement of the 
semester, students have the option of continuing 
their study of the Dutch language while at 
Arnhem.  (Those already proficient in Dutch may 
take classes taught in Dutch).
