Founded in 1947, KUFS concentrates on the teaching of the world’s languages 
and cultures, including that of Japan and other Asian countries. Exchange stu-
dents studying at the Kyoto University of Foreign Studies usually focus on their 
Japanese language skills.  Japanese as a second language courses include 
basic and intermediate levels in comprehension, speaking, reading, and writing 
skills. Students will be in Japanese class fifteen hours per week at the interme-
diate or advanced level, as determined by a placement exam administered upon  
arrival.  The program includes mandatory cultural trips around Kyoto and to 
major Japanese festivals. The KUFS program follows the Japanese school year, 
which begins in early April and goes through mid-February of the following year, 
but SFSU students can arrange to take their final exams early and return in time 
for Spring semester.    
 

Kyoto, The Ancient Capital 
For more than one thousand years (794-1849 C.E.), Kyoto was the capital of 
Japan, and the old city continues to hold its place as the country’s cultural 
capital.  Kyoto is the home of many traditional Japanese crafts and the most 
famous Japanese gardens and Buddhist temples.  The population of Kyoto is 
1,460,000.  Almost ten percent of Kyoto’s population are university or college 
students.  This gives Kyoto the largest student population of any city in Japan.
