Are you ready to SHOWCASE? It will be over in 45 hours.

More updated information has been uploaded on this website http://www.sfsu.edu/~science/sps.html . If your project #78 - #91, you have a NEW #. PLEASE memorize your number and use it when you communicate w/us (email, phone,  at set-up, at check- in, etc. ) as we don’t remember all names.
My team and I will be available from 9 am in GYM 100 for you to start setting up your poster.  Please try to set up by 1 pm so you can have time to view other posters and take a short break to energize yourself for the competition starting at 3pm.  You must return/be at GYM 100 by 2:45 pm and be at your poster until 6 pm. Dean Axler has invited the President and Provost, along with many other Deans and Administrators to join us at the event.  Hence, it’s crucial for you to be at your poster the whole time.  This is a public event so external community has been notified as well and you may invite your friends and family members to come and support you. You may breakdown your poster and head to SCI 201 for the rest of the program. You can view the timelines at the above website.
Although there are prizes given, I would like for you to think more of this as a way for you to practice your presentation skills and network with others in the community and less of the winning factors.  As a participant of the SHOWCASE, you are already a winner!  
There will be electrical outlets all over the floor (don’t need to reserve).  Everyone will be assigned an easel for their project unless you let me know that you will need a table to display your model.  I give table priority to Engr and CS folks.  Others who use laptop can put on a chair.  Limited chairs will be available for you to sit down so plan to stand for 3 hours.  There will be breaks in between judging sessions. 

Dress code is business casual…  same as you would be dressed for a class presentation.  
Reminder: My office, SCI 248 is opened from 8 am-6 pm tomorrow for you to finalize your poster. If you will have a one piece poster, I will have plenty of poster boards at the event for you to assemble.  Hence, you don’t need to come by or send me an email to reserve one.
I have two kinds of poster boards. Tri-fold boards are 3ft height x 4ft width including two 1 ft folding panels. Flat foam boards are 30 inches x 40 inches (used for 1 piece poster). Poster boards can be picked up at any time during office hours. Misc. supplies (pins/thumb tags, construction papers, colored papers, scissors, tapes, glue sticks, etc.) are available for you to use/borrow. Come and check out my supplies so you don't have to spend extra money on these.
I can also print for you on legal size or letter size only.  Come by tomorrow.  For one piece poster printing, check out the link to OfficeMax Impress printing flyer on the website.
